2. Exhibitors must be 21 years of age or older.

3. An amateur is one who does not have an enology degree,
nor works in a winery in any winemaking capacity.

4. ID: Identify bottle with EXHIBITOR NAME, DIVISION AND
CLASS NUMBER prior to delivery.

5. Submit two (2) 750 ml bottles of each wine entered.

6. Wines may arrive earlier by mail if shipped in approved UPS
wine pack.

7. Ship to: Entry Office: Lake County Fair, 401 Martin Street,
Lakeport, CA 95453

8. Any remaining opened wine will be disposed of on the
premises.

9.  American System of Judging used.

10. Each class shall have 5 or more entries to constitute a class.
In the Any Other Classes, 5 or more of a type of wine
constitutes a class.

11. Varietals must consist of at least 75% of named grape.

12. All ties will be awarded to entries scoring highest in overall
quality, then taste, then aroma, color and appearance.
